Course description:

This course will examine the writings of the British authors of the Victorian period  up to postmodernism. We will read and analyse poetry and fiction by major British authors to consider how they represent different genres, class, gender issues, and how they respond to the political and historical contexts in which they were written and read.

Prerequisites: None, but at least B2 level of English

Learning outcomes: 

By the end of the course students will have deeper knowledge and understanding of the literary texts read and analyzed in the seminars. They will understand the ways literary texts can be interpreted from a surface level to a deeper awareness of ideas and attitudes and their contexts. They will also understand the ways in which writers achieve their artistic intentions (e.g. structure, plot, characterisation, dramatic tension, imagery, rhythm, setting, mood, etc)
Course requirements and grading: 

Active participation in class discussions and activities: 10 %

(Active participation: The participation grade depends on your attendance and regular participation in seminar discussions.)
Oral presentation: 30%

Presentation: Your presentation (PPT) will be assessed on the presented content (thesis fomulation, argumentation, references to the text analysed,  relevant conclusion, cited works), but also your presentation and  nonverbal skills ( i.e. your communication with your fellow-students, body language, eye contact), verbal skills (use of language, proper terminology). The oral presentation must not exceed 20 minutes, however, it should not be shorter than 15 minutes.

· The test will examine your knowledge of the given authors, their works and literary history and your ability to analyze a literary work
Final Test 30 %

An analysis of any literary text studied during the term in selected passages .

The students will be expected to show the ability to analyze and interpret the given problem within a selected work.
